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PREFACE

National Statistical Office; NSO, as a central statistical agency, has been playing major roles to
manage and administrate the system of statistics and information of the country, to serve all sectors
statistics and information for being used as guiding light for the country development.

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The Kingdom of Thailand

The Kingdom of Thailand is situated in the

heart of Southeast Asia. It is bordered, to the east by u
the Lao People’s Democratic Republic and the

Kingdom of Cambodia, to the south, by the Gulf of

Thailand and Malaysia, to the west, by the Andaman

Sea and the Union of Myanmar and to the north by —
the Lao People’s Democratic Republic and the Union

of Myanmar. Thailand spreads out over 513,119

square kilometers. The population in Thailand is approximately 63.9 million people: 75% Thais, 14%
Chinese, 3% Malaysian and the rest are various minorities of hills tribes. Official language is Thai and
most of Thai people are Buddhist. The Baht is the standard currency unit. Thailand’s national flag called
in Thai the “Trirong”, firstly introduced by the King Vajiravudh (Rama VI). With regard to the meaning
of Trirong flag, the outer bands of red symbolize blood spilt to protect Thailand’s independence and
often more simply describe as representing the nation. The inner bands of white symbolize the religion
of Buddhism, the predominant religion of the nation and the blue bands symbolize the monarchy of the
nation, which is recognized as the center of Thai people’s hearts. In terms of international perspective,

Thailand has been a member of the United Nations, APEC and ASEAN.

Politics and administrative divisions

Thailand is constitutional monarchy with Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej, the ninth king of
the House of the Chakri, as the ruling monarch. He has reigned for more then half a century, the
longest reigning Thai monarch and the longest current monarch in the world. Democratic System is
divided into three parties; Council of Ministers, Legislative and Judiciary Department. The Prime Minister
is head of the government. Legislative party: the Parliament house comprises the Senate, holding the
position for 6 years term and House of Representatives, holding the position for 4 years term, and
members of the 2 councils were from election and nominating committee. Judiciary Division includes
court of justice, the constitutional court and the administrative court, where the members are from

selective system. Currently Thailand is under the 2007 Constitution.



Administrative area is divided into regional administration; namely 77 provincial administration;
the 77" province “Bungkan” was established on March 23, 2011. The Local administration part is
divided into Provincial administration organization, municipality and sub district administration
organization. There are 2 special local territories; namely Bangkok and Pattaya. Bangkok, where is the

largest city, and the capital city, is the centre of administrative management of the country.

Climate

The local climate is tropical, characterized roughly into three seasons. The period of hot season
is during mid-February to mid-April. The highest temperature is in April. From mid-May to mid-
October, the rainy season, it is rainy and cloudy from the tropical monsoon zone of Southeast Asia,
then it turns moderate to cool until March, exception is the southern region, where it is hot and humid

throughout the year, therefore there are only 2 seasons; hot season and rainy season.

Transport

There are varieties of transport in Thailand, major transportation is road transport, which
consists of fixed-route buses, coaches, private automobiles, taxi, tuk-tuk and motorcycle taxi. Main
highways in Thailand are such as Phaholyothin road, Mittraphap road, Sukhumvit road and Phetkasem
road. A Bangkok - Chon Buri motorway is linking to the new airport and Eastern Seaboard.

Rail transport, the State Railway of Thailand operates 4,346 km. Rail transport comprises
Metro systems, which are in only Bangkok; sky-train or BTS, subway or MRT and Suvarnabhumi
Airport Link. Rail links to neighboring countries, namely, Malaysia and Laos are also operated.

Air transport: as being a hub in Southeast Asia, Thailand has set up the new and modern
country’s main airports, named Suvarnabhumi International Airport, since 2006. There are also some
other international airports operating in the big cities of the country, namely, Chiang Mai International
Airport, Chiang Rai International Airport, Hat Yai International Airport, Phuket International Airport,

U-Tapao International Airport.



Water transport, there are many ports and harbors in Thailand, such as Bangkok, Klong Toey,
Laem Chabang. These port can serve for both goods shipment and passengers. In Bangkok, the Chao
Phraya River is a major transportation artery, with ferries, waterway taxis (the Chao Phraya Express)
and long-tailed boats. Moreover there is the Khlong Saen Saeb boat service, which provides fast,

inexpensive transport in central Bangkok.

Social
Language: The official language of Thailand is Thai, it is the principal language in formal
communication and in education with Thai alphabet as a standard format in writing. There are several

other dialects within the regions, namely, Southern Thai and Northern Thai, Northeastern Thai.

Religion and Culture: According to the 2008 survey on conditions of social, culture and
mental health, it showed 93.6% of total populations are Buddhists. Muslims were the second largest at
5.4%, Christians, mainly Catholics, were 0.9% of total population, the rest were Hindus and Sikhs.
Thailand is well-known as “Land of Smiles” as Thai people are friendly and kind and always provide
warm hospitality to foreigners. The traditional greeting is “Wei”, which is a symbol for paying respect to

the others.

Education: The Thai Government provides 12 years education for all, with 9 years
compulsory. School system is well organized of for kindergartens, primary, lower secondary etc. After
lower secondary school, students can choose to extent to upper secondary school or vocational colleges

or soldier/police institutions.

Economy

Thailand is regarded as a new economy country, the major economic of country are mostly
based on agriculture, industry, tourism, service and natural resource. Overall economy in 2010, the GDP
(at fixed price of 1988) of country was 4,596 billion baht. For an export, its value was amounted of

6,176 billion baht, whereas the value of import was 5,834 billion baht.



Agriculture: Thailand is the world’s no.1 exporter of rice, rice is the most important crop, with
36% export, however, the other crops, namely rubber, vegetable and fruit are also exported. Thailand is

as well famous in livestock, i.e. cow, pig, poultry, fresh water fish, and marine fishery.
Industry: Agro-industry, textile, electric appliance and automobiles are Thai outstanding
industrial exports.

Tourism makes up a very high income of Thailand due to an existence of many tourist
attractions and best service of the luxurious hotels in every part of the country, especially in Bangkok,

Pattaya, Andaman Sea coast in the southern region and Chiang Mai province in the northern region.

Natural resources: It has the important natural resources, such as limestone, gypsum, glass

sand, marble, tin and natural gas, etc.

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Demographic, Population and Housing Statistics

Population statistics presented in this chapter were obtained from the Bureau of Registration
Administration, the Department of Provincial Administration, Ministry of Interior, the Office of the
National Economic and Social Development Board, The Prime Minister s Office and the National

Statistical Office.

Population Statistics from the Population and Housing Census; the National Statistical
Office has been carrying out the Population Census every 10 years, ended with" 0 such as 1990, 2000,
2010, according to the United Nations Recommendation to obtain population and social data. Thailand
has already conducted the population 11 times, the first time was in 1909. The first five rounds of the
population census were under responsibility of the Ministry of Interior (it was called household censu's ).
Since the sixth round; in 1960, it has been strictly conducted every 10 years under the National
Statistical Office s mandate, the 2010 is the eleventh round of the population census and the fifth round
of the housing one. This eleventh round has marked the 100" year anniversary of the Thai population
census. This round, as before, aims to collect data concerning number and characteristics of all members
in all households, including living conditions of the population on the census date, to serve these kinds

of data to public and private sectors for their evidence-based plans and policies.

Population statistics were from the Bureau of Registration Administration. Before
1987, the Provincial Registration Offices collected the data on birth, death, registered—out and
registered-in from the notifications of the household member or the person concerned. The data were
processed at the Bureau of Registration Administration, and presented at the national, provincial,
district and municipal areas levels. The population statistics under the registration system were presented
once a year on December 31.

In 1988, the Bureau of Registration Administration constructed the database of population
registration by using people s identification number (off line). In 1997, online system was introduced to
local Registration Administration Offices in some districts and sub-districts. Finally in 2004, the online
system was completely installed in all local Registration Administration Offices throughout the country.

In 2004, the Department of Provincial Administration, has reviewed and made necessary
correction due to double counting of the registered people. Therefore, the accurate figure of the

country s total population has been accordingly attained.



The Population Projection of Thailand during 2000 - 2030; the National Economic and
Social Development Board, by using data from the 2000 Population and Housing Census, as the base
year, has projected number of Thai population during 2000-2030 to study and analyze trends and
population changes in demographic areas, i.e. fertility, mortality and migration. With this study an

assumption of population composition for its projection in the future can be obtained.

Vital Statistics presented in this chapter were obtained from the Office of the Permanent
Secretary, Ministry of Public Health. It showed the data relating to births and deaths.

According to the Civil Registration Act, birth must be registered at the Registration Office
within 15 days from the date of birth, and deaths must be registered within 24 hours from the time at

death or at the time the body found.

Temporary stay in the Kingdom.

Alien can enter into the Kingdom for a temporary stay, if they are working for diplomatic or
consular missions; official duties; and touring, sporting, doing business and investment or other activities
related to investment, subject to the provisions of the law on investment promotion; transit journey;
persons in charge of the crew of a conveyance coming to port, station or area in the Kingdom; study or
observation; mass media; missionary under the concurrence of the Ministries and Departments
concerned; scientific research or training or teaching in educational institutes in the Kingdom; skilled
handicraft or a specialist; and other activities as prescribed in the Ministerial Regulation.

The alien who is allowed to take up residence in the Kingdom must apply for a Residence
Certificate from the Commissioner-General of the Royal Thai Police or from an officer desinated by the
Commissioner—-General of the Royal Thai Police within 30 days from the date receiving written
notification from a designated officer.

The Alien, aged under 12 years, only parents or desinated family member must apply to get

Residence Certificate on his/her behalf.



Any alien who has the following qualifications may apply for permanent residence:

1. maturity under Thai law and their national law,

2. proper behavior with permanent employment,

3. residing within the Kingdom for an uninterrupted period of not less than 5 years prior to
the date of applying for the permanent residence and knowledge in Thai language as prescribed by law.
The above requirements may be waived for a person who has performed distinguished services to
Thailand or who is a child or wife of a person who has been a permanent residence or has recovered
Thai nationality or who used to hold Thai nationality.

It is under the discretion of the Prime Minister, to grant or to reject any application for
permanent residence. Permanent residence shall take effect upon its promulgation in the Government

Gazette.

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Labour Statistics

Labour statistics presented in this chapter were obtained from the National Statistical Office

and Department of Labour protection and Welfare, Ministry of Labour.

Labor force statistics have been compiled by the National Statistical Office through conducting
a Labor Force Survey since 1963. The Labor Force Survey has been developed many times, as follows:
1971-1983: had been undertaken 2 rounds a year, during January — March, and
July - September,
1984-1997: had been undertaken 3 rounds a year in February, May and August,
1998-2000: had been undertaken 4 rounds a year:
The first round, the field work is in February coinciding with the non-agricultural season,
The second round is normally held in May in which new labor force come from
students just finishing their schooling,
The third round is held in September during the agricultural season,
The fourth round is held in November during the harvest on agricultural season,
In 2001, the Survey was conducted on monthly basis, and the results of three months are
combined to be presented the quarterly data,
Quarter 1: January — March
Quarter 2: April = June
Quarter 3: July = September
Quarter 4: October — December
The main objective of the Labor Force Survey is to estimate the number and characteristics of
the labor force at the national and provincial levels periodically. The National Statistical Office has
adapted and changed the concepts and definitions used in the Labor Force Survey ( LFS ) over times
since the initial year. The purpose of the adoption is to comply with the current situation of socio-
economic in the country and to better serve users requirement.
In 2001, the coverage of the LFS has been changed to cover persons aged 15 years and over

instead of 13 years and over, in accordance with the Child Labor Law. The international standard of



classification in occupation, industry and employment status also adopted. Sanitary district, where was
separated in the past, was combined into non-municipal area were presently included in municipal area.

Due to the increasing demand of data for plans and policy formulation at provincial level,
the National Statistical Office has expanded sample size to present data at provincial level, commencing
from survey in February and August 1994. For the fourth round in November 1998, data were
presented at provincial level for the first time. However since 1999, the results of the four rounds have
been presented at provincial level.

Some of the main definitions used in the survey are as follows:
Employed persons
Persons, aged 15 years and over, and during 7 days before the interview date, they
1. worked for at least one hour for wages/salaries, profits, dividends or any other kind of
payment, in cash, in kind; or
2. worked for at least one hour without pay in business enterprises or on farms owned or
operated by household heads or members.
3. did not work at all or worked less than one hour (have regularly work) but
3.1 received wages/salaries, profits from business enterprise or farm during the period of
absence; or
3.2 did not receive wages/salaries, profits from business enterprise or farm during the period

of absence but have regular jobs or business that they would return to work.

Participation Rate = employed persons / total no. of population aged 15 and over X 100

Unemployed persons

Persons, aged 15 years and over, and during 7 days before the interview date, they did not
work even for one hour, had no jobs, no business enterprises, or farms of their own.

Persons in this category include:

1. those who had been looking for work, applying for a job or waiting to be call to work

during the last 30 days, before interview s date.



2. those who had not been looking for work during the last 30 days before interview s date
but available for work during the last 7 days before interview s date.

Current labour force

All persons 15 years of age and over, who during the survey week, were either employed or

unemployed as defined above.

Seasonally inactive labour force

Persons, who are 15 years of age and over, during the survey week, were neither employed
nor unemployed as defined above, but were waiting for the appropriate season, being persons who
usually worked without pay on farms, or in business enterprises engaged in seasonal activities owned or

operated by the head of the household or any other members of the household.

Total labour force
All persons, who are 15 years of age and over, during the survey week, were in the current

labour force as defined above or were classified as seasonally inactive labor force as defined above.

Labor force participation rates which was defined as the percentage of the population in

the total labor force to the population 15 years of age and over.

Persons not in the labour force
Persons, who were classified in this category were those who were neither employed nor
unemployed during the survey week, nor classified as seasonally inactive labor force as defined above.
They include:
1. engaged in household work,
2. engaged in studies,
3. too young (below 18 years of age) or too old (above 60 years of age),
4. incapable of work because of physical or mental disability or chronic illness,
5. voluntarily idle,
6. working without pay, profits, dividends or other payments for persons who were not

member of the same household,



7 working without pay, profits, dividends or any other payments for charitable
organizations and institutions,
8 otherwise not available for employment.
For more detail, please see the sample design and method of estimation published in the

Report of the Labor Force Survey, Whole Kingdom, published by National Statistical Office.

Statistics on Informal Employment: National Statistical Office has incorporated questions
concerning informal employment of the Labor Force Survey, since 2005. The objective was to study the
needs of population in expansion social security protection scheme to cover informal employment.

Informal employment refers to employed persons who have not been protected under social

security.

Data on Minimum wage rate were obtained from Department of Labor Protection and
Welfare, Ministry of Labor.

The Committee on Wage, which consists of three parties as set forth by the Labor Protection
Act B.E 2541 (1998), is authorized to set the rate of minimum wage. The Committee on Wage was set
up by the cabinet, chaired by the Permanent Secretary General of Ministry of Labor, together with 4
representatives from the Government, 5 representatives of each of employer and employee sides, as
committee while the official of the Ministry of Labor is a secretary of the committee.

The Committee on wage has decentralized its power to regional committee for making decision
for minimum wage rate by appointing sub-committee of minimum wage rate for Bangkok and for 76

provinces. This sub—committees consist of the same 3 parties as the Committee on Wage.

Consideration for setting up the minimum wage rate: The committee on wage would
take into account the criteria specified in the Labor Protection Act BE 2541 (1998I) and the amended
version no. 3 in 2008, compliance with the actual wage rate, cost of living index, inflation rate, standard
of living, cost of production and price, business performance and labor productivity, as well as economic
and social situations. The minimum wage rate would not be below the base minimum rate, set y the

wage committee. If there is no minimum wage rate setting up in particular areas it means that base



minimum wage rate is the minimum wage rate. Currently, there was an amendment and announcement

regarding the minimum wage rates (no. 5), dated 13 December, 2010.

Minimum Wage Rates refer to wage rate that is enough for unskilled labor can earn their life

according to their local economic and social conditions.

Unskilled Labor refers to laborer with education level was lower than 6 years of secondary
school, he or she might have just finished schooling or finished sometime ago, never worked or used to
work less than one year.

Setting up the minimum wage rate aims at protection and ensuring their minimum income for
unskilled labor to enter into new labor market, however there were some labors, with experience more

than one year but being employed with the minimum wage rate.

Education statistics presented in this chapter were obtained from Office of the Permanent Secretary,

Vocational Educational Commission and Commission on Higher Education, Ministry of Education.

The 1951 National Education Scheme divided education into primary education, secondary
education, pre-university and higher vocational education, higher and university education. Compulsory
Primary education was 4 years schooling. Secondary education was divided into 2 sub-levels: lower
secondary and upper secondary education. Lower secondary education consisted of general stream, special
stream and vocational stream, each stream took 3 years schooling. Upper secondary education consisted of
special stream and vocational stream. Pre-university education required 2 years of study in subjects which
were necessary for university study. Moreover, there were special education, education for adults and
additional higher education.

The 1960 National Education Scheme, educational system was changed from the former time. The
7 years elementary education was divided into 2 sub-levels: lower elementary with 4 years schooling and
upper elementary with 3 years. Secondary education was divided into general stream and vocational stream.
General stream was divided into 2 sub-levels, the beginning level lasted 3 years and the end level lasted 2
years. There were 2 sub-levels of vocational stream, the lower and the upper. Each level ranged from 1-
3 years, depending on the characteristics of each vocation.

The 1977 National Education Scheme divided education into 4 levels; namely pre-school
education, elementary education with 6 years schooling, secondary education divided into 2 levels: lower and
upper secondary level with 3 years schooling for each level, and higher education level.

The 1992 National Education Scheme provided the learners with the opportunity to develop
themselves through continuity and life-long education in the forms of formal and non-formal schooling
systems.

The formal education through school system consisted of four levels: pre-elementary, elementary,

secondary and higher levels.

Pre-elementary education aims to nurture and prepare physical, mental, intellectual and emotional
skills to students for their further movement on to the elementary education.

Elementary level undergoes at least six years of elementary education as a compulsory
education. Elementary education puts emphasis on basic literacy and numeracy skills and cultivate

desirable behavior in students.



Secondary level is divided into two parts; lower and upper secondary levels.

Lower secondary education offers a three-year course which is geared towards developing the
studenfs ethics, knowledge and abilities. It allows the students to explore their needs, areas of interests and
aptitudes and enables them to meet their appropriate careers.

Upper secondary education is a three-year course as a fundamental stage for the students who will
proceed on to higher education. It also aims to prepare students to meet the labor market and to promote
their entrepreneurship skills. There are two streams; vocational stream provides in vocational and technical
colleges for the students who are good at skills while academic stream is offered in general education schools
for the students who are academically-talented.

Higher level is a post-secondary education which is divided into three levels: diploma, under
graduate and graduate levels.

The provision of formal education is flexible, depending on the different ability groups, school
location and the nation’s needs. There is vocational training for the students who are good at skills and who
want to meet the labor market. Teacher training is for those who are interested in teaching. Special
education is provided for the people who are disabled and difficult in learning. Welfare education is for the
poor and remote rural students. Purposive education is offered based on the schools potential and the
nation s needs such as nursing, military and police cadet and transport and telecommunication as well.

In 1999 the educational system was based on the National Education Act of B.E. 2542 (1999). All
individuals shall have equal rights to receive basic education provided by the State for the duration of at least
12 years, free of charge. Compulsory education shall be for nine years, (grade 1- grade 9) formerly it was

at least 6 years.

In this Act there shall be three types of education: formal education, non-formal education and
informal education.

Formal education is divided into two levels:

1. Basic education consists of 12 years of education before higher education.

2. Higher education is divided into two levels: lower than—degree level and degree level.

In 1969, the Private College Act B.E. 2512 (1969) was enacted for social suitability so that the
private sector can establish the institutes for higher education. Later, as a result of the revision on the Private

College Law, the Private College Act B.E. 2522 (1979) was enacted as well as this Act B.E. 2535 (1992)



(particularly in some articles). As for present situation suitability the Private College Act B.E. 2546 (2003)
has been promulgated. Meanwhile, the Private Higher Education Act B.E. 2522 (1979) and the Private
Higher Education Act (Section 2) B.E. 2535 (1992) were cancelled. According to this Act, the Private
Higher Education Institutes are still divided into 3 types, namely universities, institutes and colleges.

Health statistics were obtained from Bureau of Epidemiology, Department of Disease Control,
Bureau of Policy and Strategy, Office of the Permanent Secretary, Ministry of Public Health and the National

Statistical Office.

Healthy population is one of the major factors for the country development and security. The tenth
National Economic and Social Development Plan(B.E. 2550 (2007)" 2554 (2011)) emphasizes on
development of holistic health system aiming at healthcare as preventive as well as revival of mental and
physical well being. Thais will ensure to have food security and safe consumption as well as cutting down

risky behaviors on health.

Statistics on Public health resources; these statistics are related to number of hospitals, health
personnel and public health, classified by public sector and the private s. In addition, statistics on ratio

between health resources and population were also presented.

Statistics on Smoking and Drinking Behavior: National Statistics Office firstly conducted
survey on Smoking Behavior in 1976 and survey on Drinking Behavior in 2001. Later, in 2004 these two
surveys were merged together under the survey titled” Smoking and Drinking Behavior. The coverage of
this survey was members of private households located in municipal and non-municipal areas throughout

the country. Data collected were population s behavior at risk to health status.

Cigarette: according to the Tobacco Act. B.E. 1966, it means such of finely tobacco—cut or another
similar substance is flavored whether or not mixed with any other ingredient of tobacco-dried or finely
tobacco—-cut, wrapping or covering of which is made of paper or used any other substance rather than paper
or tobacco-dried or finely tobacco-cut.

Types of cigarette covered in this survey, were such as cigarette-packed in domestic,
cigarette—packed from aboard, roll-your-own cigarette not producing from the Monopoly Tobacco Office

and other cigarette such as cigars and pipes, and etc.



Liquor or alcoholic beverage means the beverages having an ingredient of alcohol, such as Thai
liquors: Makhong, Sangthip, Hongthong; local liquor such as the white spirit at 28 degree; white liquor;

traditional liquors: Kra Chae, Sa to and the others, namely brandy, wine ,whisky, beer, and etc,

Statistics on Population’s Behavior on Health Care (or food consumption behavior); the
National Statistical Office conducts survey on Population s Behavior on Health Care, covering population
aged 6 years and over in all provinces throughout the country. The objective of this survey is to collect data
concerning behavior of population on health care, nutrition, including behavior of choosing food; these

behaviors reflect health status of the population.

Statistics on mental health of Thai people were compiled by National Statistical Office by
surveying Thai people aged 15 years and over, in order to collect data on mental health of Thai people from
time to time according to economic situation.

Mental health of Thai people can be classified into 3 levels, derived from 15 questions concerning
Thai people s mental health, (that was developed from complete edition of 54 items by Department of

Mental Health). Each question has score ranging from 0 to 3. The total score of this set is 45.

Results were interpreted into 3 levels as follows:
Score 0 - 27.00 = mental health condition: Lower than average
Score 27.01° 34.00.= mental health condition: At average

Score 34.01° 45.00 = mental health condition: Higher than average

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Social Security Statistics

Statistics on social security presented in this chapter were obtained from various sources, i.e.
from the National Statistical Office, the Public Pawnshop Office, Ministry of Social Development and

Human Security and the Social Security Office, Ministry of Labour.

The Government and private agencies of various countries have prioritized social welfare as an

important issue in order to help vulnerable people. The policies on social welfare are formulated to

better vulnerable peoples conditions. Thus the data on social welfare extremely reflected the
participation of the entire agencies concerned, such statistics presented in this chapter will focus on
government policies in assisting people with social welfare under the government s administration, such

as health insurance, low interest rates in pawnshops, social security fund, etc.

Statistics on health and welfare was collected for the first time by National Statistical Office
in 1974, the latest was in 2009. The objectives of the 2009 survey were to collect data concerning
health welfare, sickness, an access to health service and cost on public health service, including an

access to health welfare of the population etc.

Statistics on pawnshop were obtained from the Public Pawnshop Office, it presented a
number of objects, including their value. Overdue pawn means the objects left to the pawnshop due to
defaulting of paying back interest at a period of over four months, and not being redeemed within thirty

days. Then, the objects become the property of the pawnshop.

Social Security, its information was obtained from the Social Security Office, it presented
data on number of establishments and insured persons (article 33, article 39 and article 40). In addition,
it showed the number of claimants according to seven cases, namely; sickness, maternity, invalidity,

case of death, child allowance, old age and unemployed.

Enterprise of insured persons means places for business operation of industry and service, with
one or more employees at the date of registration, except, farming business, fishing, forestry and animal
farming, where normally have seasonal employees. Number of enterprises are inclusive of headquarters

and branches (in case of classifying by province, location is considered).



Insured person, according to article 33, means a person who registered with Social Security
Office and paid contribution which provides entitlement to benefit under the Social Security Act B.E.
2533 (1990) and its amendment.

Insured person, according to article 39, means any person who used to be an insured person
according to article 33, and whose insurance has subsequently ceased according to article 38 (2) and he
or she notifies his/her intention to continue to be insured person.

Insured person according to article 40, means any individual who is not an employee under
article 33, is able to apply to be an insured person under this act by notifying to the Office of Social

Security.

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Statistics of Household Income and Expenditure and their Distribution

Statistics of household income and expenditure and their distribution presented in this chapter

were obtained from the National Statistical Office.

The National Statistical Office conducted survey on household income and expenditure, the first
time was in 1957 and it was called household expenditure survey. Later, in 1968-69 the survey title was
changed to Socio—economic Survey, which was conducted every 5 years till 1986. Under an economic
circumstance and rapid expansion of the country, as well as the needs of data for policy planning and
formulation in poverty reduction, NSO has been requested to conduct the Socio—economic Survey every
2 years. When the economic crisis took place in 1997, NSO conducted special rounds of the SES in 1999
and 2001 to obtain indicators for measuring an impact of the crisis to Thai population. However, since 2006
the SES has been conducted annually, that is, in the year of even number, the module of income,
expenditure and debt will be surveyed, while in the year of odd number only expenditure module will be
surveyed.

The survey covered all private, non-institutional households residing permanently in municipal
areas and non-municipal areas of all regions. However, it excluded people living in transient hotels and
rooming houses, hostels, boarding schools, temples, military barracks, prisons, welfare institutes, hospitals

and other such institutions. It also excludes households of foreign diplomats and other temporary residents.

Household expenditures

Total household expenditures includes consumption expenditure which consisted of the amount
spent on purchasing goods and services needed for living, the value of goods and services received as part
of pay, home-produced and consumed (including the rental value of owner occupied dwellings), or
received free and from other sources and non-consumption expenditure which consisted of the amount
spent on taxes, gifts and contributions, insurance premiums, lottery tickets, interest on debts, and other
non-consumption items.

Consumption expenditures are total household expenditures, excluding non-consumption
expenditures.

Household expenditures exclude the capital formation expenditures such as purchase or
hire-purchase of house and land, vehicles, purchase of jewelry, savings-life insurance premiums, and
provident funds etc.



Household income

Total household incomes includes current income which consisted of wages and salaries, tips,
bonuses, etc.; net profits from farming and non-farming business; property incomes such as property
rent, land rent, license and copyright, interest, and dividends; current transfer received such as assistance
payments, welfare, pensions, work compensation or terminated payment, etc.; non-money income
(income-in-kind) such as the value of goods and services received as part of pay, home-produced
and consumed (including the imputed rental value of owner occupied dwellings) or received free from other
sources and other money receipts such as insurance proceeds, lottery winnings and other windfall receipts.

Current income is the total household income excluding other receipts.

For more details, please see the definitions and survey methodology from the Report of the

Household Socio—Economic Survey, published by the National Statistical Office.

The Civil Servants’ Living Condition Survey, the National Statistical Office has carried out the
survey on civil servanfs living condition first time in 1989 and it was continued every two years. This survey
has collected data specifically from all sampled civil servants throughout the country in order to provide data
for the government to monitor and to formulate plans and policies related to salary, compensation and social

welfare for all the civil servants.

Government Official Family means:

1. government officers,
2. spouse and children who had no income whether living in the same household or not,
3. parents, relatives, adopted children and depending persons who were supported by

government official and living with government official or government official s spouse or child,

The followings were excluded:
1. children who had income whether living in the same household or not,
2. parents and depending persons who were supported by government official but not living with

government official or government official s spouse or child,



3. domestic servants of government official family.

4. Private company employees

The Household Energy Consumption Survey, The National Statistical Office has carried out
survey of household energy consumption since 1984 and continued every two years. The survey covered
private households throughout the country, and since 2006, it has been conducted every year. Data obtained

could be used in analytical work on households energy consumption.

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National Accounts

The national income statistics presented in this chapter is derived from the publication,

entitled, ““National Income of Thailand’, published by the National Economic and Social Development

Board, Office of the Prime Minister.

“National Accountls statistics are the economic indicator of the nation. This type of data
reflects the changes of the economy in relation to production, consumption, investment, savings, income
and expenditures as indicator reflecting the economic situation of each year. It serves as an essential
instrument for the analysis procedures to formulate the economic policy and planning for both public
and private sectors. Furthermore, these statistics are the important tools for evaluating the development
of the national economy according to the targets of the National Economic and Social Development
Plan.

The estimations of the national income of Thailand were made in accordance with the System
of National Accounts. The result of the national income estimation on production approach, expenditure

approach, and income approach are the same value.

Production approach

Gross Domestic Products (GDP) is the summation of all the values added of the domestic
production which has been classified into 16 sectors. The value added of each sector represents the
products of that sector less the value of goods and services purchased from other sector.

Gross National Products (GNP) at current market price is the total of Gross Domestic Products
(GDP) at current market prices adds net factor income payment from the rest of the world before the
deduction of provision for the consumption of fix capital.

Gross National Products (GNP) at constant price, the purpose of its estimation is to obtain the
real value of all goods and services in the economy during a certain period without any change of the
price. The GNP at constant price was calculated by using price in the year of 1988 as the base year.

Gross Domestic Products at factor cost is the total of Gross Domestic Products (GDP) at

current market prices less indirect taxes.



Expenditure approach
Expenditure on GDP is the total of the private and general government consumption
expenditures, gross fixed capital formation and change in inventories plus exports minus imports of

goods and services.

Income approach

National income classified by type of income is the summation of all income of the owners of
the factors of production. In producing, producers use different factors of production to produce goods
and services and pay the returns to the owners of the factors of production in the forms of salaries,

wages, rents, interests and profits.

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Agricultural, Forestry and Fishery Statistics

Agricultural statistics were obtained from the Office of Agricultural Economics and the Department

of Livestock Development, Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives and the National Statistical Office.

As known, Thailand is an agricultural country and agriculture is the main subsistence occupation of
the majority of Thai people and the agricultural product is the most important exporting goods. For such
reasons, the Thai government has planned programs to develop all types of agricultural activities in order to
increase and improve both quantity and quality of agricultural products for direct consumption, industrial and

exporting purposes.

Timber and forest products statistics originate from the Royal Forestry Department and National
park, Wildlife and Plant Conservation Department, Ministry of Natural Resource and Environment.

Existing forest area in this table means forest of all types such as evergreen, pine, mangrove, mixed
deciduous, dry dipterocarp, scrub, swamp and beach forest in the national forest reserved, national parks,
wildlife sanctuaries, forest working plan with an area of 5 hectares (3.125 rai) or move with tree taller than
5 meters or more canopy covering more than 10% of the ground area.

According to the National Forest Policy, at least 40% of the country area should be covered by the
forest, which is of about 128 million rai. This policy enhances a balance in environment and promote

population s participation with the Royal Forestry Department.

The Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives has proposed the agricultural development plan.
Restructure agricultural production under the Sustainable Agricultural Development Scheme in directions
such as natural farming, organic farming, integrated farming, agro—forestry and water sources under the new
theory. This is intended to serve farmer in upgrading of infrastructure to promote higher productivity and
better quality of life and standard living. Also, it is for the conservation of sustainable environment.

In 2009, the important economic plants are rice, cassava, maize, pineapple, soy beans, mung beans,
sorghum, groundnuts and kenaf.

2008 Crops mean the crops that were harvested in year 2008 and whose data are reported in crop
year 2008/09. These include major rice, maize (animal feed), sorghum, mungbeans, soybeans, groundnuts,

kenaf and pineapples.



2009 Crops mean the crops that were harvested in year 2009 and whose data are reported in crop

year 2008/09. These include second rice and cassava.

Fishery statistics were obtained from the Department of Fisheries and the Fish Marketing

Organization.

Fishery activities in Thailand were principally divided into 2 categories as follows:

Inland fisheries  Inland fisheries compose of 2 main activities, i.e. harvesting from wild and
aquaculture, wild freshwater fishes were totally harvested from public water bodies, and flood plain areas in
the rainy season while cultured species were obtained from ponds, paddies, ditches, and cages.

Marine fisheries Marine fisheries and coastal aquaculture are the main fishery production of the
country. Marine fishery resources are divided into 3 groups, i.e. pelagic fishery resources, demersal fishery
resources, and invertebrates or other aquatic animals. Two mng groarine fishiunds of the country are the Gulf
of Thailand and the Andaman Sea area. As for deep sea fishery, it is usually done in Southeast Asian country
zone and South Asian zone. Coastal aquaculture is the activity operating along the sea shore, estuarine areas,
canals, lakes inundation areas, mangrove areas, and shallow areas near the sea shore.

Marine fishery output has smoothly continued expanding due to the factors: the increased fishing
outside Thai territorial waters as neighboring countries allowed Thai fishing boats to fish in their waters either
based on payment of fees or joint investment projects and the successful on implementation of measures to
conserve and restore of the resources including the rapid expansion of coastal farming, especially the cultured

giant tiger prawn.

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Industrial Statistics

Industrial ~ statistics presented in this chapter were obtained from the Department of
industrial Works, the Office of the Board of Investment, the Department of Primary Industry and Mines,

Ministry of Industry and the National Statistical Office.

Industrial statistics was derived from Industrial census, which has been conducted
every 10 years, in accordance with the UN recommendation by the National Statistical Office. This
census has been carried out 3 times already, in 1964, 1997 and 2007. Presently the economic structure
has changed rapidly, thus the concerned agencies, such as the Office of Industrial Economics, the office
the National Economic and Social Development Board expressing the needs in timely industrial statistics
for analyzing and monitoring economic statistics at regional and country levels. Therefore, as a major
data producer, the National Statistic Office is shifting in conducting the industrial census from every 10
years into every 5 years, starting from 2012. In order to cover wider range of economic activities, the
business trade and services census is also incorporated in the 2012 industrial census, then it is called the

2012 Business and Industrial Census.

Data collection of this census divided into 2 stages;
- Listing stage in 2011: collect basic information of all business and industrial establishments
engaged in economic activities of the 2009 Thailand Standard Industrial Classification: ISIC 2009.

- Enumeration stage in 2012: collect detailed information of their business operation.

Industrial statistics were collected from permitted industrial establishments, in accordance
with the Factory Act B.E. 2535 (1992), data were on industrial operation, capital and number of

persons engaged.

Factory means a building, place, or vehicle which uses a machine from five horsing powers or
an equivalent thereof or more or which employs seven workers or more with or without any machine
for manufacturing, producing, assembling, filling, repairing, maintaining, testing, improving, altering,
transporting, keeping, or destroying anything in accordance with the type or kind of factory as provided

for in a ministerial rule.

Worker means a person who works in a factory but excluding a person working in an

administrative staff.



Constructions: The National Statistical Office has conducted a Permitted Area Constructions
Survey annually since 1966. The survey covers all permitted building constructions, including additional
and alteration constructions in every province in the country.

New Construction means all new buildings whether or not they are re-built.

Addition and alteration means any changes of building that its boundary, type, shape, ratio and

area are innovated and have effect on its original form.

Investment Promotion: The Board of Investment (BOI) is government agency responsible for
conducting extensive investment promotion activities to the potential investments. In determining the
suitability of investment for promotion, it should be significant investment that actually benefit to the
economy, social and security of country. Apart from this, the priority is given to the investments having
the activities, namely producing for global market, relating to capital and human resource or services,
using agricultural products or natural resource in processing that the Board perceived the type of

investment as a new or sufficient or upgrading production technology.

Mineral Industry statistics: an important industry that enhanced national development.
More than 40 kinds of minerals were produced domestically which could be categorized into 8 groups
according to their industrial utilizations as follows:

1. Mineral Fuels and Energy group: Lignite and Anthracite

2. Base and Light Metals and Rare Earth group: Tin, Lead ore, Zine ore, Iron ore,

Aluminium, Manganese, Copper, Tungsten, Columbite-Tantalite and Zircon

3. Precious Metals and Precious Stone group: Gold and Gem stone

4. Cement Industrial Minerals group: Limstone, Shale, Gypsum and Marl

5. Dimension Stone group: Industrial rock construction, Marble, Granite and Dimension stone

6. Ceramic Industrial Minerals group: Kaolin, Feldspar, Dolomite, Ball clay, Glass sand and Quartz

7. Fertilizer and Chemicals Industrial Minerals group: Potash Rock Salt Perlite and Phosphate

8. Other Industrial Minerals group: Barite, Fluorite, Calcite, Talc, Diatomite and Bentonite

Energy statistics presented in this chapter were obtained from the Department of Alternative
Energy Development and Efficiency, the Department of Energy Business, Ministry of Energy, the

Metropolitan Electricity Authority and the Provincial Electricity Authority.

Electricity; the electric statistics were presented the data about installation, generation, sales of
electricity, revenues and number of customers. There are two main authorities on electric work; the
Metropolitan Electricity Authority is responsible for the area of Bangkok, Nonthaburi and Samut Prakan;

the Provincial Electricity Authority is responsible for the rest areas.

Energy Statistics: Department of Alternative Energy Development and Efficiency, Ministry of
Energy has compiled information on production, supply management of primary energy, importing

crude oil and petrol, use of energy and amount of petrol sales and other related detailed information.

Commercial energy refers to a big source of energy which has economical value, i.e. oil, natural
gas, or coal, these kinds energy, not only cause high amount of pollution (especially coal) but also
depleted energy. Moreover, commercial energy includes energy transformed, such as electricity and

petroleum products.

Renewable Energy refers to energy from electricity current which continue and replete in the
environment. Sources of renewable energy, such as, Solar cell, Wind turbine, Water tide, geothermal,

Biomass, Biogas or Garbage.

Total primary energy supply = Domestic production + Import‘ Export +/- Stock change.

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Distributive and International Trade Statistics

Distributive and International Trade Statistics presented in this chapter have been

derived from the National Statistical Office and The Customs Department, Ministry of Finance.

The Business Trade and Services Survey: National Statistical Office has carried out the
annual survey of Business Trade and Services since 1968 and the said survey has been conducted every
two years since 2000. The 2008 survey covered business establishments with 1 person or more
engaged in wholesale trade, retail trade, hotels and restaurants, real estate activities, recreational and

other services activities, (Categories G, H, K and O of the International Standard Industrial Classification

of All Economic Activities: ISIC/ Revision 3.

International trade statistics have been classified the commodities, according to the
“ Thailand Trade Nomenclature, sixth, edition, 1976 which provided commodity codes on the basis of

the Brussels Tariff Nomenclature. Since 1977, the Thailand Trade Nomenclature has been adapted
based on the Brussels Tariff Nomenclature (the Customs Cooperation Council Nomenclature, CCCN.)
with conversion to the Standard International Trade Classification Rev. 2 (SITC.). The Customs
Department published this publication to assist the users for the study and comparison of statistical
commodity data across countries to be more beneficial to the international trade. Since 1988, the
classification of commodities has based on the Harmonized System (H.S.).

Coveragef: Merchandiséz means goods which are imported and exported by the government,
government organizations as well as private enterprises and individuals but excludes:-

1. accompanying personal effects of the passengers, for their own private use,

2. trans—shipment cargo,

3. parcel post, not yet being cleared by the customs, and

4. goods under military aid.

The statistical figures include all importation and exportation by sea, land, air and parcel post.

Imports: All the goods which enter Thailand and are cleared by the customs officials, or whose
duty or deposit has been paid, inclusive of all the goods placed in customs bonded warehouse, but
exclusive of the goods awaiting customs clearance in the warehouses. No distinction has been made

between imports for home consumption and imports for re—export.



Exports: Both the goods wholly produced in Thailand and the goods previously included in
the imports statistics, but they are changed in form or condition so as to increase their value, excluding
the goods with minor adjustments such as sorting, cleaning and repacking or blending.

Re-exports: All the goods which were previously included in the import statistics and are
exported from Thailand in the same condition as when imported. Minor adjustment, such as sorting,
cleaning and repacking or blending, do not effect the status of re-exported goods.

Direct transit: All the goods which are brought into the customs limit for the sole purpose
of transport to another contracting country. These goods are primarily under customs custody while in
Thailand.

Quantity and weight units: Quantities and weights are recorded in unit in accordance with
the Thailand Trade Nomenclature. However, when goods are required to be entered by weight, net
weigh is shown, excepting certain goods in the Custom Tariff, in which the weights of immediate
packing are used.

Values In general, values are based on the declarations made by importers and exporters
and subsequently verified by the customs officials. For imports, C.I.F. values at the port of destination
are used. For exports, F.O.B. values at the port of departure are used. F.O.B. value are drawn
from the documents of sales for the actual amounts received in terms of national currency, including
export duties, if any.

Exchange conversion Values quoted in foreign currencies for both imports and exports
are converted to Thai currency according to the officially notified rates issued monthly by the Customs
Department. Unless the difference between the notified rate and the daily market rates issued by the

Bank of Thailand exceeds five percents, it has to be approved by the Bank of Thailand.

Statistics on License for making business on medicine: these statistics were from Food
and Drug Administration, presenting the license concerning Modern medicine and Traditional medicine

by Drug Act, B.E. 2510 Modern medicine refers to drugs intended for use in the practice of modern



medicine or the cure of an animal disease. The categories of licenses for modern medicine are as

follows:
1. A license to sell modern drugs
2. A license to sell only ready-packed modern drugs which are not dangerous or specially-
controlled drugs
3. A license to sell only ready-packed modern drugs for veterinary use.
4. A license to produce modern drugs

5. A license to import or order drugs into the Kingdom

Traditional medicine refers to drugs intended for use in the practice of the traditional medicine
or the cure of an animal disease which appears in a pharmacopoeia of traditional medicine notified by
the Minister, or a drug notified by the Minister as a traditional medicine, or a drug of which formula has
been registered as that of a traditional medicine. The categories of licenses for Traditional medicine are
as follows:

1. A license to sell traditional drugs
2. A license to produce traditional drugs

3. A license to import or order traditional drugs into the Kingdom
